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All applications must be submitted within a two week window beginning one week prior to the semester start and ending one week after the semester start. No
Note applications will be accepted after the first week of the semester. Please provide the original documents and one photocopy for verification. All students not

approved for the waiver must take Freshman and Sophomore English according to school policy.
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Qualified Taiwanese students seeking a waiver must attach the original documents and one photocopy for verification.
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Native English speakers must attach a copy of their passport. Their passport must also be presented to the English Department.
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After completing the waiver process, please drop your course on the course registration system. After the last day of the add/drop, the office of academic affairs will
automatically delete the course you waive.
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All courses that students have already completed at NTNU are not eligible for the waiver process.
